Tips to Keep in Mind
oTake CS 2010, CS 2020, and CS 3350 ASAP and consecutively: Fall, Spring, 

Fall or Summer, Fall, Spring
oTake CS 2190 ASAP after CS 2010 if at all possible.
oWe try to offer required courses every Fall and Spring.
oThere is at least 1 , but up to 4 four-semester chains in our degree 

programs (see specific courses below)!
o1 in BACS (CS 4390), 2 in BSSE (CS 4390, SE 4770*), 3 in BSCS (CS 4390, CS 4770, CS 

4120), 4 in BSCS-DFS (CS 4390, CS 4770, CS 4120, CS 4330)
   * Actually SE 4770 involves a FIVE-semester chain!



Legacy Matters 
oFor students who are on a catalog from before Fall 2020:

o The old CS 4540 (Software Engineering Project) has been replaced by the Capstone 
Experience course: CS 4770 for BSCS/BACS and SE 4770 for BSSE.

o NOBODY may receive credit for more than one of CS 4540, CS 4770, and SE 4770.
oFor students who are on a catalog from before Fall 2018:

o If you have not taken CS 2170, take CS 2190 instead & request a sub.
o If you have not taken CS 3270, take CS 3080 instead & request a sub.

oThe prefix for CS 3540, CS 4550, and CS 4560 has changed to SE, so they will 
now be under Software Engineering (SE).

o If you took CS 3270 and are now under a catalog that requires CS 3080 or 
4390, you CANNOT get credit for 3080 NOR 4390!
o Ask me for substitutions for CS 3080 and for CS 4390.

The Accelerated MSCS Option
vAdmissions Requirements

ü By the start of the student’s Accelerated status, they must have either:
  - 75 credit hours earned and an overall BGSU GPA of at least 3.2, or
  - 90 credit hours earned and an overall BGSU GPA of at least 3.0;
ü  A completed Accelerated Bachelor’s to Master’s Program Application;
ü  Official transcripts from all universities attended;
ü  At least one letter of recommendation from a full-time BGSU faculty member

1340) à (CS 3350 + CS 3080 + MATH 1350) à (CS 4120 + CS 4390 + CS 
4770 + MATH 2470)

oA 5-semester options (3 MATH/CS courses twice):
(CS 2010 + MATH 1280) à (CS 2020 + CS 2190 + MATH 2220) à (CS 
3350 + CS 3080 + MATH 1340) à (CS 4120 / CS 4390 + MATH 1350) + 
(CS 4390 / CS 4120 + CS 4770 + MATH 2470)
