This Project Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered by and between Bowling Green State University (“BGSU”), an institution of higher education of the State of Ohio, located at 2801 West Bancroft Street, Toledo, Ohio 43606 and       (“Mentor”), a        located at      , an each a “Party” or together the “Parties.”
1. The Student Design Team (“Student Team” identified below) will attempt to solve the problem described in Attachment A to this Agreement (the “Project”).  It is mutually understood and agreed that no principal-agent, employer-employee, master-servant or other relationship exists between the Parties hereto by virtue of this Agreement. 
2. Mentor acknowledges that the Student Team who will conduct the primary work on the Project are doing so for academic credit only and are not officers, agents or employees of BGSU.  The work will be performed primarily at BGSU.

3. Mentor acknowledges that BGSU may include Mentor’s name in informational brochures related to academic courses and any presentations.  
4. Mentor agrees not to share any confidential or proprietary information, processes, or engineering solutions with BGSU, the Student Team, or the BGSU Faculty Advisor.
5. Mentor acknowledges that there are no publication or foreign national restrictions on this Project.
6. Any and all right, title, and interest in and to all inventions, designs, and techniques ("Intellectual Property"), whether or not patentable or copyrightable, arising out of the Project and during the Term (defined below) of this Agreement will be assigned according to source of conception of and/or reduction to practice. Intellectual Property conceived of and/or reduced to practice solely by BGSU or its employees or agents (including but not limited to the members of the Student Team) shall belong to BGSU, regardless of where that Intellectual Property was conceived or created.  Intellectual Property conceived of and/or reduced to practice solely by the employees of Mentor shall belong to the Mentor.  Intellectual Property conceived of and/or reduced to practice jointly by one or more of the Mentor’s employees and BGSU or its employees or agents (including but not limited to the members of the Student Team) shall belong to the Mentor and BGSU jointly. 
BGSU agrees to immediately provide the Mentor with a non-exclusive, royalty free, worldwide, paid-up, license to use and practice any Intellectual Property for Mentor’s use. Also, BGSU shall grant to Mentor a first option to negotiate to acquire an exclusive royalty-bearing license to the Intellectual Property rights derived from the Project. BGSU will retain the right to make and use the Intellectual Property for educational and research purposes. If BGSU and Mentor fail to execute a license agreement within three (3) months following the first disclosure of Intellectual Property to Mentor, then BGSU shall be free to license the Intellectual Property to any party upon such terms as BGSU deems appropriate and without further obligation to Mentor.
7. The MENTOR recognizes that the Project is an educational and intellectual enterprise for the Student Team and that THE RESULTS OF THE WORK PERFORMED BY THE STUDENT TEAM ARE PROVIDED “AS IS.” BGSU MAKES NO WARRANTEES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, AS TO ANY MATTER WHATSOEVER, INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, WARRANTIES WITH RESPECT TO THE CONDUCT, COMPLETION, SUCCESS OR PARTICULAR RESULTS OF THE PROJECT, OR THE CONDITION OF ANY INVENTION(S) OR PRODUCT(S), WHETHER TANGIBLE OR INTANGIBLE, CONCEIVED, DISCOVERED, OR DEVELOPED UNDER THIS AGREEMENT, OR THE OWNERSHIP, MERCHANTABILITY, OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE OF THE PROJECT OR ANY SUCH INVENTION OR PRODUCT.  BGSU SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY DIRECT, CONSEQUENTIAL, PUNITIVE OR OTHER DAMAGES SUFFERED BY MENTOR OR ANY OTHER PERSON RESULTING FROM THE PROJECT OR THE USE OF ANY SUCH INVENTION OR PRODUCT.
8. Mentor agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless BGSU, the BGSU Faculty Advisor and any of BGSU's faculty, students, employees, trustees, officers, affiliates and agents (herein referred to collectively as the "Indemnified Persons") from and against any and all liability, claims, lawsuits, losses, damages, costs or expenses (including documented attorney's fees), which the Indemnified Persons may hereafter incur, suffer or be required to pay as a result of Mentor's use of the results of the Project or any Intellectual Property or as a result of any breach of this Agreement or any wrongful act or omission of Mentor, its employees, affiliates, contractors, licensees or agents.  
9. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Ohio. 

10. It is mutually understood and agreed that this Agreement is effective as of the date of the last signature below and will terminate in all respects at the end of the current semester (the “Term”), and the rights and obligations of the undersigned set forth in paragraphs 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 shall survive termination.

11. This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts.  Each counterpart shall be deemed an original and all counterparts together shall constitute one and the same document.  Facsimile, photocopy, or scanned electronic version or photocopied signatures of the Parties will have the same legal validity as original signatures.
