Canada -US Security Cooper ation Conference

This two day conference held in Windsor,
Ontario, on September 12-13 coincided with
the visit to Cleveland, OH and Windsor, ON of
the HMCS CHARLOTTETOWN. The navy
frigate visited selected ports along the St.
Lawrence Seaway and in the Great Lakes to
highlight the contributions that Canada’s Navy
makes every day to global security and
prosperity. The vessel recently completed a six

month deployment to the Persian Gulf and
SArabian Sea as part of Canada’s continuing
commitment to the campaign against terrorism
known as Operation Enduring Freedom.

Leading scholars and military officials
examined how Canada and the US
build and maintain bilateral readiness
against threats to security in the
North American sphere. Featured
were Major General Paul J. Sullivan,
(Retired), US Air Force, fmr. Chief of
Staff NORAD, and Lieutenant
General Steve Lucas, (Retired) fmr.
Commander, Canadian Forces Air
Command. Both generals called for
increased opportunities to build
interaction between academia and
military leadership. Lt. Gen. Lucas noted, “Both can benefit from the dialogue.” Maj.
Gen. Paul Sullivan encouraged the academic community to develop case studies of
instances of bilateral security cooperation such as G8 gatherings or the 2006 Detroit
Superbowl in order to inform planning for future events including the 2010 Winter
Olympics in Vancouver, BC. Other speakers included three academic scholars and the
Mayor of Gander, NFLD. It was held in partnership with the Laurier Centre for Military
Strategic and Disarmament Studies, Wilfrid Laurier University, and the Political Science
Faculty of Arts and Social Science, University of Windsor.
