Summary

The School of Applied Human Development (formerly the School of Family and Consumer Sciences) invites applications for

a full-time, qualified rank, non-tenure track, Assistant Teaching Professor in Interior Design with a start date of August 2024.

Interior Design is a four-year bachelor’s program (BSID) accredited by the National Association of Schools of Art and Design

(NASAD).  The Program aspires to be a student-centered learning community for developing individuals and shaping the

future through learning, discovery, collaboration, and personal growth.

 

The School of Applied Human Development is a multidisciplinary school within the College of Education and Human

Development that is dedicated to communicating, advancing, and applying knowledge that fosters the well-being of

individuals and families.
